• In 1989, Alan Friedman agreed to become National Safety Chair if he could also 
study the concept of club racing and develop a proposal for a national club racing 
program. 

• In 1991, he presented a complete proposal to the Executive Council at Parade in 
Boston. The proposal encouraged fun racing and for participants to enjoy a 
competitive racing experience with a primary concern for preserving their own cars 
and those of their fellow competitors. 

• The first Club Races were held in 1992: 

o June Second Creek Raceway, Denver, Colorado - Rocky Mountain Region 

o June Summit Point Raceway, West Virginia - Potomac Region 

o Sept. Watkins Glen, NY - Riesentöter Region 

o Sept. Lime Rock Park, CT - Connecticut Valley Region
